outstanding performance will be named as “New Asia Young Scholars”, as well as receive a certificate and a scholarship 
from the College. 
 
Requirements  
- We welcome all New Asia students to apply. Preference will be given to non-graduating students in 2024/25 
- Participants should be eager to promote college culture and interested in Chinese Culture 
- During the programme period (24/8/2024-30/4/2025), participants are not expected to join any students exchange 
programme leaving Hong Kong for more than one month 
- During the programme period (24/8/2024-30/4/2025), participants are not expected to join any off-campus internship 
programme for more than two weeks
