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Prof. Ge Zhaoguang, born in 1950, received his BA (1982) and
MA (1984) from Peking University. He was a faculty member of
Tsinghua University (1992), founding dean of the National Institute
for Advanced Humanistic Studies at Fudan University (2007), and
is currently a distinguished professor at the National Institute for
Advanced Humanistic Studies and Department of History, Fudan
University. His main areas of research are the religious, intellectual
and cultural history of East Asia and China.

He is the author of two volumes of An Intellectual History of China
(Fudan University Press, 1998, 2001; English and Korean editions),
Here in “China” | Dwell : Reconstructing Historical Discourses
of China for Our Time (Chunghwa Book Company, 2011; English,
Korean, Japanese, French), What is China: Territory, Ethnicity, Culture
and History (Oxford University Press, Hong Kong, 2014; Japanese,
English, French), The “Interior” and the “Exterior” in Historical China
(The Chinese University of Hong Kong Press, 2017; Korean version,
German version), and etc..

He received several prestigious book awards, namely, the 1% “Book
Award of China” (1988), the 1* “Cheung Kong Reading Award” (2000),
the Grand Prize of the 26"“Asia-Pacific Awards” in Japan (2014), the

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In 1790, a grand celebration was held in Chengde and Beijing to
mark Emperor Qianlong’s 80th birthday, with embassies from various
Asian countries in attendance to offer their congratulations. The
birthday ceremony was the last major diplomatic gathering between
traditional China, as the center, and its tributary states. This lecture
will explore the event from three distinct perspectives — Chinese,
Asian, and global history — to reach different conclusions.
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Asia as a Perspective: Why Should We Study Chinese
History within the Context of Asian History
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This lecture draws upon several examples to highlight the importance
of macrohistory. By examining a historical event from China within a
broader Asian context, one could uncover different interpretations of its
meaning. Therefore, scholars should widen their national perspective
and adopt the macrohistorical approach.
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Opportunities and Setbacks: How Traditional China
Understood the World
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Traditional China had long embraced the Tianxia (All-under-Heaven)
worldview, which positioned Huaxia at the center and placed barbarians
at the periphery. Although historically there were four opportunities
to alter this worldview, the traditional concept remained deeply
entrenched and foreign knowledge consistently faced resistance. It was
not until the 19th century, when gunboats from Western powers arrived
and posed a threat, that China was compelled to “change without
" resulting in what Joseph Levenson called a fundamental
transformation “from All-under-Heaven to the Myriad States.”
